1. Formal requirements 
We kindly ask the authors to follow given formal requirements to maintain uniform style of the papers in proceedings.   
1.1 Language
The paper can be written in Slovak, Czech or English. 
1.2 Extent of the paper
Recommended extent of the paper is 4 – 10 pages.
1.3 Line spacing and font type
In the paper, it is necessary to keep line spacing 1.5.

Font type on title page (title, abstract and key words) shall follow title page of this guideline. 
The paper shall be divided into the following main parts: Introduction, Background, Experimental Part, Results and Discussion, and Conclusions. The first chapter must be Introduction and the last one Conclusions. The chapters should not be numbered. The main Chapters can be further divided into subchapters of first and second level according to the needs of the authors.
Title of the main chapter should be in Times New Roman 12, bold (all capital letters), left-aligned. Example of the main chapters:
introduction

background 

EXPERIMENtal part
results and discussion
conclusions
Title of the subchapters of the first line should be in Times New Roman  12 bold, left-aligned. Example of the subchapters of the first level:

Subchapters of the second level
Title of the subchapters of the second line should be in Times New Roman  12 italics, left-aligned. Example of the subchapters of the second level:
1.4 References
References is mandatory part of each paper. Example:
References (Times New Roman  12, bold (all capital letters), right-aligned)
List of cited and used literature.
After the list of literatute there shall be contact details of the authors. Example: 
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Address of the author
First name and last name of the author including titles 

Affiliation including the  address 
Phone number and/or e-mail.

In order to make it easier to create the content of the proceedings, it is necessary to that the title of the paper has the format Title1. The titles of main chapters and subchapters has the format Normal.
Font of the text, with the exception of titles, should be  Times New Roman 12, zarovnaný.
1.5 Tables and Figures

Titles of tables and Figures in English.
Example:
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Figure 1 Model of the course of charred layer formation in time for respective depth
Tables and Figures must be numbered. Titles of tables shall be listed above the tables, left-aligned, font Times New Roman 12 bold. Table should be left-aligned. 
Figures shall be centred. Titles of the figures shall be listed under the figures, centred, font Times New Roman 12 bold.

1.6 Other requirements 

Pages will be numbered in proceedings, therefore we ask the authors not to number pages in submitted papers.
We also ask the authors not to insert a header or footer into submitted papers, since these will be uniformed in the proceedings. 

The width of the left margin should be 3.5 cm, the other margins 2.5 cm
Following these instructions will simplify and speed up the processing and finalisation of the proceedings.
